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Musica Academy School Policies
Thank you for registering with Musica Academy Yamaha Music School Ltd.  Please read the following school policies.

Books and Materials

Students receive their first set of books and materials on the 1st day of class, and their second set in January. All books and materials must be paid for when registering. Books and material fees are non-refundable after lessons commence. For private students the teacher will order books appropriate to their level.
Registration Fee
There is a registration fee of $35 for all students per school year (Sept-June). This cost covers registration procedure, attendance stickers in applicable classes, recital awards and gifts, and recital admission. The registration fee is non-refundable. There is a $15 discount if paid by cash or cheque.
Classroom Behavior and Home Practice
Yamaha group class is a parented course for JMC and YMC books 1-4. One parent/guardian is expected to be with the student at every class. Students are expected to practice a minimum of 15 to 20 minutes per day at home. Encourage your child to practice by sitting beside them. For private lesson practice expectations, please consult with your teacher.

Sick Days and Make Up Lessons
Please call the studio if your child is sick or unable to attend class. The teacher will give homework for that week via phone call/e-mail. Group lessons cannot be made up with a different teacher. If a student is absent for more than 3 weeks, written notice is required. Students may be required to sign up and pay for private lessons to catch up.
Private students must provide 24 hour notice to be eligible for make-up classes. No refunds will be issued for missed classes.
Concert and Recitals
There is a compulsory concert fee for all students. The ability to perform in public is an essential part of your child’s musical education. Group students will perform in our year-end concert (in June) while private students may perform in our Christmas concert or year-end concert.
Yamaha Instrument Rebate

If you have bought any Yamaha instrument in the past year (receipt required), and are registered in Musica Academy’s GROUP class, you will receive a rebate from Yamaha Canada.  Please mail receipts to: Yamaha Canada, 135 Milner Ave, Toronto, ON M1S 3R1 for a rebate toward Yamaha music lessons.

Withdrawal and Cancellation Policy
Students must provide a minimum of 4 weeks written notice for cancellation, regardless of whether classes have commenced. Tuition will be refunded after the 4 weeks notice. There will be no refund after December 1st for full year students or after March 1st for half year students.
